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LACC REACHES OVER 96% PASS RATE FOR
NATIONAL NURSING LICENSURE EXAMINATION

(July 26,2021) Los Angeles City College’s (LACC) CCNE-accredited prelicensure
nursing program has reached a 96.67% pass rate for the latest National Council
Licensure Examination (NCLEX-RN exam) for the latest April 1 through June 30,
2021 period.

The NCLEX exam is a nationwide test for the licensing of nurses in the United States
and Canada. The 2020 national average for passing the exam is 89.61%. Twenty-
nine out of the 30 LACC students that took the exam, for the mostrecent three-
month period, passed the exam.

“We are extremely proud of our nursing students,” said Dr. Mary Gallagher, president
of Los Angeles City College.
