This course is the first part of a two semester organic chemistry course sequence. Students are
introduced to organic molecular structures, bonding, nomenclature including conformational
analysis, potential energy plots, hybridization, stereochemistry and functional group chemistry, with
emphasis on reactions and reaction mechanisms.

(NMR), Infrared (IR), Mass Spectroscopy (MS), Ultraviolet (UV), and Gas Chromatograph (GC) in the
analysis and identification of organic compounds.

211 and 212 sequence satisfy the one year organic chemistry requirement for careers in
the physical, biological, and health sciences and a requirement for the Associate of Sciences degree
